(Vervet or African Green) kidney cells, Rhesus monkey fetal lung / diploid cells, mouse 
serum protein, mouse brain culture, bovine albumin / gelatin, Linggoud--Fenton / Lathan 
media containing bovine casein / extract, bovine calf (fetal) serum / protein, guinea pig 
embryo cells, Medium 199.
